Initial and date items as completed.  Date all additional documentation and keep in construction file. 

PRE-CONSTRUCTION

	Verify that the landowner or contractor notified all utilities prior to construction.  Document DIGGERS HOTLINE Ticket Number

             Obtain copies of PERMITS, or documentation that they aren’t needed.

	Inspect EROSION CONTROL PRACTICES (silt fence, etc.)  Document proper installation with photographs or job diary notations.

MATERIALS
GUTTER, DOWNSPOUT AND ACCESSORY MATERIALS. Verify the sizes comply with the construction plan and  the materials meet the requirements of Wisconsin Construction Specification 23.  Obtain a material invoice with the required information, or tags from the material itself, or digital photographs of the tags.
 SURFACE OUTLET MATERIALS. Verify that they comply with the construction plan, and record the information in the job diary.
UNDERGROUND OUTLET PIPE MATERIAL.  Document the sizes and verify they comply with the construction plan.  The pipe  should be marked with an ASTM OR AASHTO DESIGNATION.  Verify the pipe ASTM or AASHTO designation is listed in Construction Specification #15 or #44.  Record the pipe marking in the job diary.
FASCIA BOARD DIMENSIONS .  Verify that they comply with the construction plan.  Verify if FASCIA BOARD is treated lumber and it meets the requirements of Spec. 23 for treated lumber.  Record the information in the job diary.

CONSTRUCTION
Verify that the SURFACE OUTLET IS INSTALLED according to the construction plan and it discharges at least 5’ from any building.  Verify LENGTHS AND DIAMETERS.  Record the information in the job diary. Photographs may be helpful to document the installation.
Ensure that UNDERGROUND OUTLET INSTALLATION follows the requirements of Specification #15 for plastic pipe or Specification #44 for corrugated PE pipe.    Photograph may be helpful to document the installation.  
Check that trench DEPTH will provide a minimum 2’ of cover over the top of the pipe.  Suggested minimum interval 100’.  Document your observations in the job diary.  Check that trench GRADE complies with the construction plan.  Suggested minimum interval 100’.  Document your observations in the job diary.
Verify that the OUTLET SECTION for underground outlets are installed according to the construction plan.  Record the LENGTH and type of MATERIAL for the outlet sections and that an animal guard is installed according to the construction plan.  The outlet section material must be corrugated metal, plastic, or other durable material with a minimum length of 10’ for 4” & 5” conduits, 16’ for 6” & 8” conduits, and 20’ for 10” and larger.

FINAL INSPECTION
Obtain a final PROFILE of the gutters  AFTER GUTTER INSTALLATION.   Survey the bottom of the gutter at the same stations as in the construction plan.  Verify minimum drop is obtained along the gutter BETWEEN each station, not just end to end. Verify total gutter LENGTH.  The final profile should indicate total length.
Verify correct HANGER AND STRAP SPACING:  18” for Aluminum gutters, 24” for steel gutters.  Document your observations in the job diary.
Verify LATERAL SUPPORT SPACING AND INSTALLATION complies with the construction plan and does not exceed 8’.   Document your observations in the job diary.
Verify width and height of FASCIA BOARD complies with the construction plan.  Document your observations in the job diary.
If SNOW GUARDS are required in the construction plan, verify they are installed according to manufacturer’s recommendations.
Verify correct DOWNSPOUT SUPPORT SPACING AND INSTALLATION complies with the construction plan:  maximum 10’ for vertical, 5’ for lateral.  Document your observations in the job diary.
               Document installed quantities (payment units) of the practices.  Note: Financial assistance programs may have payment units different than the e-FOTG conservation practice standards reporting units.

Document all of the above with photographs, data in engineering field book and job diary.
