• Standard 560, Access Road:  the reference to EFH Chapter 3 for fish passage in the 

“Drainage” section has been removed since it has not yet been completed.  The paragraph 
has been moved to the “Channel Crossings” section. 

• Standard 575, Animal Trails and Walkways:   the text in the “Grade” section concerning 
allowable walkway grades has been clarified. 

• Standard 412 Grassed Waterway:  the “Inlets” section has been added requiring that areas 
downstream of bridges, culverts, etc., be stabilized with durable materials if vegetation 
cannot be established. 

• Standard 561 Heavy Use Area Protection:  the design reference for roofs has been revised 
from the previous ASAE Standard to the American Society of Civil Engineers publication.
