5. * Completed WY-ECS-25; Planned and As-Built with seeding mixture and rates and PLS 
from attached seed tag(s). 

6. * Completed WY-ECS-40A, if primary purpose was for wind or WY-ECS-40AB for 
water erosion or soil quality. 

7. *Protection provided during establishment 

8. *Operation and Maintenance activities planned and applied 

9. Nutrient management plan  WY-ECS-44 

10. Pest (weed disease, insect) management plan  WY-ECS-46 

II. RECORDING PROCEDURE 
The minimum specifications for this practice will be addressed using approved specifications sheets or 
job sheets. Conservation plan narratives will clearly state the purpose for this conservation practice.
