Stone circles are rarely as pronounced as this example, and are almost always obscured
by vegetation, sediment, or naturally occurring stone.  Often the setting on a prominent
land form such as a ridge top, hilltop, or saddle are good reasons to scrutinize an area
more carefully for stone features.
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
